Why launch this book? Why did the Seamaster model need such a study?
The Seamaster is one of OMEGA's iconic models and a landmark in the history of watchmaking.

Since its inception in 1948, it has given rise to a multitude of variations, ranging from genuine professional
diving watches to more versatile and elegant models, all with one thing in common: remarkable water
resistance.

The quest for water resistance has always been a real challenge for watchmakers, perhaps even more so than
traditional functional complications. The technology and expertise required for this quest were also a source of
interest for our authors.

For a long time, however, the wide variety of Seamaster models made the visual identity of these watches
confusing for enthusiasts and collectors, unlike the Speedmaster, for example. Until the 1990s and 2000s,
Seamasters were not grouped together in a single collection, and few studies had been devoted to them.

It was precisely this variety and the constant evolution of references and components that appealed to our
authors, as it provided fertile ground for applying their ONLY methodology. However, this vast subject proved to
be a real challenge, and for obvious reasons, they had to make some choices. They therefore focused their in-
depth ONLY analysis on the Seamaster 300 model (1957-1970).

Were any discoveries made?

Throughout the study and research phase that preceded the writing, the authors made several discoveries
related to the history of this model and its technical aspects. They also appreciated the infinite variety of
versions, including some that are virtually unknown or were intended for specific customers, such as certain
elite army units.

About the authors: who's who?

Anthony Marquié and Grégoire Rossier are the authors of the ONLY, STORY, and ICONS collections, reference
works devoted to the most iconic watches in watchmaking history. They are also the founders of WATCHFID, an
advisory company exclusively dedicated to collectors of vintage and prestige watches (www.watchfid.com).

For this project, they had the pleasure of collaborating with two expert Seamaster collectors.
Danish collector “Kox” has been conducting in-depth research on the Seamaster 300 for many years.

Ash is a British antique dealer, farmer, and pilot who has been collecting and studying vintage OMEGA sports
watches for over 25 years. He was pleasantly surprised to discover a family connection to the inventor of the
anchor escapement, which is still used in watch movements today.

World-renowned for its prominent presence in every James Bond film since 1995, the OMEGA Seamaster
actually made its debut in 1948, thanks to the expertise developed by the brand during the war in designing
water-resistant watches. Then, in 1957, OMEGA introduced its famous trilogy - the Speedmaster, Railmaster,
and Seamaster 300 - marking a major milestone in the field of professional watches.

Worn by civilian and military divers, the Seamaster 300 laid the foundation for a range that has continued to
evolve ever since. In the early 1970s, the Seamaster 600 — the famous Ploprof — and Seamaster 1000 pushed
the boundaries of diving watches, while the 1990s marked the real boom of the collection: Diver 300M (1993),
Aqua Terra 150M (2002), Planet Ocean 600M (2005), and finally the incredible Ultra Deep, water-resistantto a
depth of 6,000 meters. The Seamaster also captured a wider audience thanks to the watches produced for the
Olympic Games.

Both historical and technical, this new book in the “ONLY” collection focuses on diving models and more
specifically on the Seamaster 300.

For the latter, the authors have employed the in-depth analysis methodology that has characterized their work
for over ten years, allowing novice enthusiasts and more knowledgeable collectors alike to delve into the
intricacies of these iconic models, from their creation to the present day.

After publishing a dozen books devoted to iconic models—including three in the ONLY collection, crowned by
the global success of their book MOONWATCH ONLY on OMEGA's Speedmaster—Grégoire Rossier and
Anthony Marquié have successfully taken on a new challenge: writing a book on OMEGA's Seamaster model:

1 & 2) focuses on iconic models and uses
the same research and analysis methods as the “ONLY” Collection; however, they are less technical and
simpler in format.
